Designed 
for scholars, students, pastors, and religious educators, all of the images may be used for non-commercial 
purposes, with attribution.

High-resolution access to over 50,000 images from the collection at the Art Institute, all made available under 
the Creative Commons Zero license, which allows free use of the images without copyright. Easy to use search 
tool for access.
